The
mission is to enable the crea-
tionof 10,000 new enterprises
across the state by selecting
promising ideas, offering
mentorship, building inves-
tor linkages and facilitating
access to seed funds under
the Bihar Startup Policy
2022.

Industries minister Ni-
tish Mishra announced the
launch of the Bihar Innova-
tion Board, which has alrea-
dy received 1,700 innovative
ideas. “The number of regis-
tered startups in Bihar has
nearly tripled - from 586 in
2024t01,522today,” he said.

He invited the public to
suggest policy reforms du-
ring the yatra and assured
that seed funds, micro-initia-
tives and investor linkages
would be implemented.

Shradha Sharma, foun-
