Event Rounds Structure 

Round 1 – Screening Round 

Purpose: Shortlisting participants 

Criteria 

• Costume authenticity 

• Walk style and posture 

• Confidence & stage presence 

Time: 1–3 minutes per participant/team 

Outcome: Selected participants proceed to next rounds 

Round 2 – Talent Round 

Purpose: Showcase additional talent connected to theme 

Examples: Dance, small act, ramp choreography 

Time Limit: 1–3 minutes 

Evaluation Parameters 

• Creativity 

• Execution 

• Audience impact 

Round 3 – Final Walk Round (with Q&A) 

Purpose: Final evaluation of charisma and intelligence 

Criteria 

• Grace and movement 

• Interaction with audience/judges 

• Ability to answer short cultural question 



5. Judging Criteria

• Authenticity and cultural representation 

• Creativity and originality 

• Walk and stage presence 

• Talent round performance 

• Confidence and expression 

• Answer quality in Q&A
